Homework Policy for 5th Grade

Students are expected to write the homework assignment in their agenda each night.  Homework will be brought back and forth from school in their binders.  The homework will be comprised of additional practice for concepts taught during the school day.  Students should expect daily math practice, a Bible memory verse to be recited on Thursday, a weekly list of 20 spelling words (with a spelling practice sheet) to be tested on Friday, and other worksheets to reinforce concepts, as needed.  They will also be expected to write one book report per quarter.  If your child is having difficulty with homework, please let me know immediately.


Homework Grades:  Students will receive a check plus, check, or check minus on their homework to provide feedback for the quality of their work.  As homework is to provide additional practice of concepts taught in class, students will not receive a numerical grade for regularly assigned homework.  Students will be graded on whether they did or did not complete their work.  If a large majority of the assignment is incorrect, they will be asked to redo it before handing it in again to be recorded.


Late Homework:  Any homework not handed in on the day it was due is considered late.  Late homework assignments will only be accepted within two weeks of the due date.  Here is a summary of how homework will be graded:
10 pts = handed in on time

5 pts = handed in within 2 weeks of due date

0 pts = handed in over 2 weeks after due date

M = missing, not handed in at all


Grading:  Our class will be using the online Engrade system for all graded work.  Tests as well as homework will be graded and posted online in a timely fashion for students and parents to view.  This will allow total grade averages, individual scores, or missing homework assignments to be checked at any time.  Also, there is an online calendar where homework assignments will be posted for additional access.


Absences:  If a student is absent from school, he/she is responsible for making up any missed daily work and homework assignments (recorded in our class assignment book).  Also, an absent note must be sent in for any day(s) missed within two days time.  This is a school wide policy.
